Apr 2019

We commence this newsletter with some good news. Cdt Prabhdeep Singh Bhatia and Cdt Harpreet
Singh (both 1st Course) joined OTA Chennai. Prabhdeep will be joining the JAG Branch (4™ rank in 22

JAG Course) and Harpreet has stood first in the All India Merit list for NCC Special entry (45 NCC).

Having gone through the detailed selection procedure for candidates for the Ninth Course, we were
able to publish the final merit list comprising 50 selected candidates and twelve reserves on 09 April.
The boys seem to be good and we hope that the course will perform well.

Armoured Corps, successor to the erstwhile Cavalry, retains the clan of the horse-
borne warrior of old times. The mechanized battlefield is exceptionally demanding
and requires enormous reserves of physical, mental and moral stamina to get
through the ° noise and dust’. The Armoured Corps’ ethos reflects professional
competence and makes demands on the soldier far beyond those in other vocations.

The Indian Army Armoured Corps was formed in 1947 after the British Raj’s Indian
Armoured Corps was divided between India and Pakistan with 12 out of 20
regiments given to India. The number of regiments have extended to 97.

On the 15T of May,1938, the Scinde Horse became the first Indian regiment to transit
from horses to the Vickers Light Tanks, and thus, the day is celebrated as the’ Corps
Day’.

The expansion and modernization of the Armoured Corps was initiated post
independence with transition from Stuarts to Shermans, Centurian Mark 7,
Vijayantas to the modern day T-72, T-9o and the Arjuna MBT.

In all the battles, when the men in black were called, they proved their mettle and
won decisive victory, be it the wars of 48, 65 or 71, the Armoured Corps’ success is
founded on their moral strength and fighting spirit.

The example of the massive destructions caused by the armoured beasts is the
famous ‘Patton Graveyard” in the Khemkaran Sector during the 1965 Indo-Pak war
and the supreme sacrifice of 2rd LT. Arun Kheterpal in the Battle of Basantar in 1971.

The Corps’ ethos of displaying exemplary courage is amply demonstrated by the
award of 2 PVCs, 15MVCs and 60VrCs.
