April
Cadets of the Fifth Course, having completed their Board exams, commenced preparations in earnest for the UPSC
entrance exam for NDA 139 which was held on 23 April. SSB interviews for NDA 138 were also simultancously in
progress for some affected cadets. The editorial team of the AFPI Journal “Boots and Saddles” under the stewardship of
BCA Pranjal Kapil did a magnificent piece of work to have the journal ready before the Fifth Course dispersed.

The new state government announced several programmes for further enhancing the number of boys from Punjab
joining the NDA. Work has commenced to chalk out the contours of what the Chief Minister has in mind and we hope
that these plans will fructify well. The project envisages opening of Cadet Training Wings in selected schools in Punjab
to motivate and guide students to join the NDA.
